@ Southern Arkansas University (2-5, 1-4 GSC)

The Series (25-17-1, Southern Arkansas)
      Today’s game between Southern Arkansas and Harding is the 44th
meeting of the two teams.  The Muleriders hold a 25-17-1 advantage in
the series that began in 1925 with a 19-0 win by SAU.  After shutting
out the Bisons, 21-0, in 1926, the two teams did not meet again until
1930 when Southern Arkansas pitched their third straight shutout in
the series by a 19-0 score.  It would be 29 years before the teams would
play again.  With Harding resurrecting their football program in 1959,
the Muleriders won, 42-14, and shut out HU, 13-0 in 1960, for their
fifth win in the series, four by shutouts.
      Harding upset SAU for the first time in 1961 with a come-from-
behind 27-25 win.  In 1972, a 14-9 setback to the Bisons was Southern
Arkansas’ only Arkansas Intercollegiate Conference (AIC) loss, and
forced the Muleriders to share the conference championship.  The
only tie in the series was a 21-21 deadlock in 1984 in Searcy.
      Harding defeated SAU in 2002 by a 33-13 margin, their first win
over Southern Arkansas since 1994.  The Muleriders came back for a
hard-earned 24-19 decision over HU in Searcy in 2003.  After not
playing in 2004 and 2005 because of conference schedule rotation, the
Bisons won 17-6 last year in Searcy.  SAU and Harding did not play
from 1996-2001 when Southern Arkansas moved to the GSC and HU
to the Lone Star Conference.  The Muleriders’ first five wins against
the Bisons is their longest streak in the series, while Harding won four
straight from 1987-1990.  SAU holds an 11-9 advantage in the series
when playing in Magnolia.

The Coaches
This will be the 74th game for Steve Quinn (Ouachita Baptist, 1985) as

head coach of the Muleriders.  He finished his first season at SAU in 2001 with a
5-5 record, was 7-4 in 2002, and improved to 9-3 his third season, guiding SAU
to an NCAA Division II national playoff berth.  In 2004, the Muleriders slumped
to 5-6, the first losing season at SAU since 1996, before improving to 6-5 in 2005.
Quinn is now 36-37 at SAU following last week’s 38-17 loss at Ouachita Baptist.
A native of Mena, Quinn played at Ouachita Baptist for legendary Coach Buddy
Benson along with former SAU and current Arkansas State University Coach
Steve Roberts and current OBU Coach Todd Knight.  Quinn, who had previously
been the assistant head coach for Roberts at SAU, returned as the head coach of the
Muleriders after a year at Northwestern State (La.) University, where he was on the
staff of Roberts, serving as assistant head coach.  Quinn had previously coached at
Pascagoula High School, Ouachita Baptist, Baylor University, Northwestern
Missouri State, and Eastern New Mexico State as an assistant.

Ronnie Huckeba (Harding, 1978) became the Bisons’ fifth head coach
on an interim basis in September, replacing former head coach Randy Tribble.
He was named permanent head coach at HU this week on October 16, his first
collegiate head coaching position. Huckeba is in his 22nd year as a member of
the Harding football staff.  He joined the staff in 1986, serving as secondary
coach through ‘87, defensive line and linebackers coach from ‘88-’93, and
defensive coordinator from 1994-2004, before assuming offensive coordinator
duties in 2005.  A native of Claxton, Ga., Huckeba played offensive line for the
Bisons from 1973-76.  Prior to coming to HU, he was co-head coach at
Ouachita Christian (La.) School for five years.  Huckeba began his coaching
career as an assistant at Carlisle (Ark.) High School and at Fort Worth (Texas)
Christian.

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Head Coach

Head coach Steve Quinn begins his seventh season
leading the Mulerider football team.  He coaches the
quarterbacks after primarily working with the running
backs last year.
      Quinn spent 2000 at Northwestern State (La.)
University before returning to Southern Arkansas in
2001.  He had been with SAU from 1997-1999 as
assistant head coach and offensive line coach when
the Muleriders posted records of 9-2, (and a Gulf South
Conference championship), 8-2, and 9-1, for a
combined 26-5 record over the three-year period. In
the process, SAU shattered several school records and
dominated GSC offensive statistics.  SAU was ranked
11th nationally in 1997 and 15th in 1998 and 1999. In
’98, the Muleriders ranked ninth nationally in scoring
offense, 18th in rushing offense, led the GSC in scoring
and rushing offense, and broke six school offensive
records. In ’99, SAU led the conference in total offense
and rushing offense, ranking 14th nationally in rushing
offense. Over the three-year period, Quinn produced
eight All-GSC offensive linemen and one All-American.

In 2002, Quinn again had SAU ranked in the
national statistics as the team finished 12th in rushing
offense, 14th in scoring offense, and 22nd in total
offense.  The Muleriders also ended the season 20th in
kickoff returns.  Quinn’s 2003 Muleriders made the
NCAA Division II national playoffs and finished the
season ranked 11th nationally.  The team ended the
season ranked 18th nationally in rushing offense, 33rd
in scoring offense, led the nation in punt returns, and
finished 13th in kickoff returns.  In 2004, his team set

six school records and tied another.  In 2005, Quinn’s
squad set three SAU records and ranked sixth nationally
in rushing offense, 22nd in both total offense and rushing
defense, and 31st in total defense.  Last year the
Muleriders ranked 31st nationally in rushing offense.

Before his first stint at SAU, Quinn was at Eastern
New Mexico from 1994-96, where he served as offensive
coordinator while working with the offensive line. In
1993 and 1994 he was at Northwest Missouri State
University as an assistant; at Pascagoula (Miss.) High
School from 1989-92 as offensive coordinator; Baylor
University in 1987 and 1988 as a graduate assistant; and
at his alma mater, Ouachita Baptist University, in 1986,
as a part-time assistant coach where he worked with
defensive ends and linebackers.

Quinn graduated from OBU in 1985 with his B.S.E.,
and received his M.Ed. from Baylor in 1989. He
graduated from Mena High School in 1981.

Quinn, and wife, Jodi, are parents of four children,
daughters Hannah and Hillary, and sons Nicholas and
Troy.

Team Leaders
SAU LEADERS:  Southern Arkansas trailed just 3-0 at halftime,
but gave up 35 second half points in dropping a 38-17 decision
at Ouachita Baptist last week.  The Muleriders got 70 yards
rushing from running back Steven Ashley on eight carries.
Quarterback Josh SanFilippo was four of 17 passing for 98
yards and two touchdowns, but he also threw two interceptions.
Ashley had two of those catches for 57 yards and a score.
Defensive back Clarence Wright had five kickoff returns for
153 yards, including a 52-yarder.  Defensive back Daren Lewis
led SAU’s defense with nine tackles, six solo, including 2.5
tackles for loss.  Linebackers Steven Dauenhauer and Simeon
Oston, end Cedric Thornton each finished with six stops.

For the year, Ashley has rushed for 271 yards on 48
attempts, with two touchdowns.  SanFilippo has 259 yards on
98 carries and two TD’s.  SanFilippo is 52 of 144 passing for
771 yards and seven touchdowns, with 11 picked off.  Receiver
Michael Chatman has 12 catches for 174 yards, and tight end
Johnny Fields has 10 receptions for 184 yards and two TD’s.
Wright has 10 kickoff returns for a 25.1 average and 11 punt
returns for a 9.8 average.  Defensive backs John Jones, Lewis,
and C.J. Ellis lead the SAU defense with 44, 41, and 40 tackles,
respectively.  Jones has 22 solos, including one for loss, one
interception, two pass breakups, and one quarterback hurry.
Lewis has 24 solos, 3.5 for loss, one breakup, and two forced
fumbles.  Ellis has 26 solo tackles, 8.5 tackles for loss, including
2.5 sacks, and three pass breakups.

HU LEADERS:  Harding has had a long break, not playing since
a 49-31 win at home over West Georgia on Oct. 4.  In that
game, Bison quarterback David Knighton threw for five
touchdowns.  He was 26 of 43 for 401 yards as HU piled up
548 yards of total offense.  Knighton threw to nine different
receivers, with his primary targets Ardell Briggs, Kurt Adams,
and Jonathan Paulson.  Briggs had five catches for 78 yards
and one TD, Adams four for 80 and two touchdowns, and
Paulson four for 45 yards.  Alan Webster led the ground game
with 82 yards on nine totes.  Ryan Ferrell connected on field
goals of 40 and 43 yards.  Defensively, Kyle Young had 13
tackles, six solo, including an assisted tackle for loss, one forced
fumble and recovery, and one pass breakup.

On the season, Knighton has completed 168 of 269 passes
for 1,812 yards and 17 touchdowns, and has thrown seven
interceptions.  Briggs has 33 receptions for 354 yards and three
TD’s.  Webster has 46 carries for 293 yards and two
touchdowns.  Zac Ross has returned 19 kickoffs for a 28.3
average, and 11 punts for a 9.2 average.  Rocky Hall leads the
Bison defense with 42 tackles, while Braden Binkley has 41 stops.
Hall has 23 solos, including 2.5 for loss, one interception, three
breakups, two forced fumbles, and one recovery.  Binkley has
13 solos, 2.5 for loss, and one breakup.



Last Meeting

     Southern Arkansas settled for 295 yards and only
six points as the Bisons handed them a 17-6 setback
last year in Searcy.
      SAU avoided the shutout with 0:28 remaining in
the game after quarterback Josh SanFilippo connected
on a three-yard touchdown pass to Rasheed Rowe.
David Korff’s PAT was no good thanks to Sevohn Greer
who punched through to block the kick.
      Harding got on the board midway in the first period
after David Knighton’s pass found Kyle Wess for a 22-
yard Bison touchdown.  Ben Davis’ kick was right
through the middle to put HU up 7-0 with 6:04 remain-
ing.  The drive, three plays, and 28 yards in 1:28, was
set up by Greer’s block of a Tommy King punt that
traveled only 12 yards.
      Harding started the second quarter off by missing
a 20-yard field goal when Davis’ kick hit the right up-
right and bounced away.  Southern Arkansas’ punting
game woes continued, when on their ensuing posses-
sion, King’s punt traveled only 20 yards.  Harding didn’t
capitalize this time, however, and the Muleriders got
the ball back and traveled to the Bison 33 before Damian
Melancon threw the first of his two interceptions, this
one picked off by Greer.
      Again HU stalled, but after two plays, SanFilippo
was picked off, the first of his three interceptions, by
Robert Towns.  Harding couldn’t manage a first down,
giving the ball back to SAU, which, after three plays,
promptly handed it back to the Bisons when SanFilippo
threw his second pick, this one taken by Rocky Hall as
time expired and HU leading at the half, 7-0.
      Southern Arkansas began the second half by re-
turning the favor when cornerback Rickey Wright in-
tercepted a David Knighton pass.  The Muleriders
couldn’t manage a drive and punted the ball away.  Af-
ter nothing with its possession, the Bisons gave the ball
back on a punt and SAU moved to the home team’s
seven before SanFilippo was picked off again by Towns,
his second.  This time HU did something with the turn-
over, going 71 yards in seven plays in only 2:52, scoring
on Ardell Briggs’ four-yard run.  Davis’ kick made it
14-0 with 1:13 left in the third.
      With Southern Arkansas punting away at the end
of the third, Harding moved to the Mulerider 19 where
Davis misfired wide right on a 37-yard field goal at-
tempt.  After four-and-out by SAU, Davis got his chance
again, and this time connected on a 35-yarder to boost
the Bison lead to 17-0 with 8:40 to play.
      With plenty of time left, Southern Arkansas marched
to the Harding 35, but Melancon threw his last inter-
ception and Towns was again there to grab it, finishing
with three picks in the game.  It was Towns third ca-
reer three-interception game, his second on the season.
The Mulerider defense held though, and got the ball
back at the end to put their six points on the board.

Of Interest
* Southern Arkansas holds a 25-17-1 advantage in their

series with Harding which  breaks down like this:  The
Muleriders hold an 11-9 advantage in games played in
Magnolia and a 14-8-1 edge in Searcy.  The series has been
topsy-turvy in the past nine meetings, with the teams
alternating wins since 1990.   SAU has lost four of the last
five meetings in Magnolia, the last a 33-13 setback in 2002.

* SAU cornerback Rodney Anthony leads the nation in
forced fumbles per game (0.57) with four on the season, while
fellow cornerback Roland Perkins is second in the GSC and
12th in the nation in interceptions per game (0.6) with a total
of four.

*  Southern Arkansas will celebrate Homecoming with
Saturday’s game.  The Homecoming queen and court will be
presented at 2 p.m. prior to kickoff at 2:30.  The university
will also be honoring distinguised alums over the weekend.
Being recognized as Distinguished Alumni are Ed Choate
and William (Bill) Stringfellow, as Distinguished Golden
‘Riders are Ronald D. Richards and Rodney N. (Rod) Whalen,
the Distinguished Young Alumni is Jordan Babineaux, and
receiving the Lifetime Acheivement Award is Harold Jameson.

Choate, a member of the Mulerider football team from
1971-74, was a NAIA All-American in ‘74 and a two-time All-
AIC performer (1973-1974).  Whalen was an AIC tennis
singles champion in 1953 and ‘54, and served as a statistician
for the football team.  Babineaux was a NCAA All-America
selection and All-GSC pick for the Mulerider football team in
2003, and currently plays for the Seattle Seahawks.  Jameson
served as SAU’s sports information director for seven years
and as associate SID for six more years.
